G. S. R. 673(E) — In exercise of the powers conferred by
section 38 of the Spices Board Act. 1986 (10 of 1986) the
Central Government hereby makes the following rules

namely:-
Chapter - |

Preliminary

1. Short title and Commencement :-

(1) These rules may be called the Spices Board (Meetings)
Rules, 1992. -

*(2) They shall come intfo force oN ’rhe date of their

publication in official Gazetie.

2 Definitions :-

In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires:-

@) "Act’ means the Spices Board Act of 1986 (10 of 1986):

(i) "Board"meansine Spices Board constituted under sub-
section (1) of section 3 of the AcCt;

(i) "Chairman’ means The Choirmdn of the Board Qp-
pointed under sub-section (3) (a) of section 3 of the
AcCT;

(iv) "Rules’ means the Spices Board Rules, 1987;

(v) ‘"Secretary means Secretary of the Board appointed

under Sub-section (1) of section 4 of the Act

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CHAPTER - 1l

PROCEDURE FOR MEETINGS OF THE BOARD
3. Meetings of the Board:-

~ There shall be not less than three ordinary meetings of
the Board in a year, on such dates, time and at sucr
places, as the Chairman may think fit, and the interva
between any two ordinary meetings shail not in any
case be longer than six months.

4. Power to call meetings :-

(1) The Chairman may, at any time, call a meefing of the
Board and shall do so if a requisition for a meeting is

presented to him in writing by at least ten membe‘rf,:

Provided that in cases of urgency, a special meeting
of the Board may be summoned at any time by the
Chairman, who shall inform in advance, the Ceniral
Government and the members, of the subject matter
for discussion and the reasons for which he considers
the summoning of such meetings urgently. No ordinary
business shall be fransacted at such special meetings.

(2) The Chairman may require any officer of the Board or
invite any person whose advice - may be considered
necessary for the Board, to attend any meeting of the
Board, but such officer or person shall not be entitlea

to vote.
5. Notice for the meetings:-

At least fourteen days before any ordinary mée’ring of
the Board, notice of the time and place of the infended
meeting, signed by the Secretary, shai be sent to the

Central Government and left at or posted to the
address of every member.

(2) The members who are desirous of bringing any subject
on which resolutions have to be made by the Board
shall Inform the Chairman in writing twenty one days
prior to an ordinary meeting. The subjects so brought by
the members may be included in the agenda, if they
do Nnot confravene any of the provisions of the Act,
Rules and Regulations. If any subject brought by the
membpers Is not inCluded in the agenda for the
meefing, the member concerned may be informed the
reasons therefor,

(3) No business, not included in the agenda shall be
trransacted without the permission of the Chairman.

9. Voling :-

(1) Every question brought before a meeting of the Board
shail be decided by a magjority of the members present
and voting. '

(2) Inthe case of an equality of votes, the Chairman or the
member presiding over such meeting shall have a
second or casfing vote.

10. Business by Circulation :--

(1) Any business which is to be transacted by the Board
may, the Chairman so directs, e referred to members
(other than members who are not in India) by circula-
fion of papers and copies of papers so circulated, shall
also be sent to the Ceniral Government.

(2) Any proposal or resolution circulated under sub-rule (1)
and approved by the magjority of the members who
have recorded their views in writing shall be as
effectual and binding as if such proposal or resolution

were decided by the magjority of the members at o
meeting:

(2) The quorum for a meeting of any Committee other than
a Committee referred to in sub-rule (1) shall be one half
of the fotal number of members of such Commlﬁee

(3)* If at ony time, the number of members present in a
meeting of a Committee is less than the number
specitied in sub-rule (1) or (2), the person presiding shall
adjourn the meeting to a date not later than seven
days from the date of the meeting and inform all the
membpers of the Committee of the date, time and
place of the next meeting and it shall thereupon be
lawful for a person presiding to dispose of at such
meeting the business intended to be trasacted at the
original meeting irrespective of the number of mem-
Ders attending the adjourned meeting.

15. Presiding of meetings :-

(1) The Chairman shall preside over the meetings of the
“Executive Committee”, "Research and Development:
Committee for Cardamom" and "Market Development
Committee for Spices". In the absence of the Chairman
the Vice-Chairman, shall preside over the meetings of
these committees. In the absence of Chairman and

The meetings of any Committee other than the Com-

Provided that in the absence of such person, a person
elected by the members of that Commitiee from
amongst themselves shall preside over such meetings.

Record of Business :-

A record of all proceedings of the Committee shall be
maintained by the Secretary of all items Of business
fransacted by the Committee and copies of such
record shall be forwarded to the Central Government.

Voting :-

Every question brought before any Committee shall be
decided by a majority of the members thereof present
and voting at such meetfing and in the event of an

Business by Circulation of papers :-

Any business which is fo be fransacted by a Commitiee
if the Chairman thereof so considers necessary, may be
referred to the members of such Committee (other
than the members who are absent from India) by
circulation of papers.

Any proposal or resolution circulated under sub-rule (1)
and approved by a majority of the members of such
Committee who have recorded their views in wrifing
shall be as effectual and binding as if such proposat or
resolution were decided by the majority of the mem-
bers of such committee at a meeting:
