Sub: Distribution price of spices planting materials for 2015 planting season — reg:

The distribution price of spices planting materials produced in the Departmental Nurseries of
the Board in Karanataka State for 2015 planting season has been fixed as follows:

Cost per Seedlings/Cuttings

Price for Farmers Price for Govt Institutions
a. Cardamom Seedlings - Rs.5.25 Rs.6.00
b. Pepper rooted cutting - Rs.6.00 Rs.7.00

The official formalities and procedures issued for the disposal of planting materials during
previous years may be strictly followed. Wide publicity may be given on the availability of planting
materials through Press/AIR/Doordharsan/Growers Associations etc.

The Dy.Director, Sakleshpur may give necessary directions to the officers-in-charge of
nurseries and Asst Directors concerned for proper distribution of planting materials from the
departmental nurseries coming under their jurisdiction.  Asst Directors concerned may visit the
departmental nurseries coming under their control before starting the distribution and verify the
availability of each item of planting material and give permission to the officers-in-charge of nurseries
to start the distribution.

The Seedlings/Planting materials should be distributed to the growers after collecting full cost
from the farmers.

The Officers-in-charge of departmental nurseries may furnish weekly progress report on
distribution of planting materials to the Assistant Director and Deputy Director concerned. The Dy
Director may incorporate the details on distribution of planting materials in the Fortnightly/monthly
report specifically for each item in each nursery as follows :-

1) Total stand at the time when the distribution started

2) No. of seedlings/cuttings distributed during the Fortnight/month under report and
progressive total

3) Revenue realized by way of distribution of each item of planting material.

4) Balance number of seedlings /cuttings available for distribution.

The Deputy Director ,Sakleshpur may ensure that the planting materials produced in nurseries
are fully disposed off in time. When the distribution is completed, a consolidated statement showing the
target, number produced, number distributed at cost and used for any other purpose etc. may be
furnished. The sales effected to Government Department/Agencies may be indicated specifically. Spice
Planting material, if issued for any other purpose other than the distribution, requisite endorsements
from competent authority should be shown in the report.

The Deputy Director, Sakleshpur may arrange printing of the required application forms,
allotment orders etc. if necessary and supply to department nurseries and field units.
