Terms and conditions

1. The warehouse will be leased out “as is where is” condition.

2. The warehouse will be leased out for a period of three years from the date of executing the
agreement. The lease rent will be increased @ 10% per annum.

3. The Lease rent along with 18% GST shall be paid to the Board every month on or before 5th
day of the succeeding month, failing which 12% interest is charged for the delayed period.

4. The warehouse shall be used mainly for storing mint / mint products and spices / spices
products.

5. The warehouse shall not be used for the purpose of storing of cereals and non-agriculture
commodities.

6. The warehouse will be leased to the applicant who has quoted highest amount per month.

7. In case the highest rate quoted is the same by more than one applicants, preference will be
given to those who store mint / mint products in the warehouse.

8. The highest bidder shall execute an Agreement with the Board as per the format attached
herewith, within 15 days of the receipt of the bid acceptance offer letter from the Board.
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The highest bidder shall pay an interest free Security Deposit equivalent to three months rent
in the form of Demand Draft in the name of Secretary, Spices Board or online bank transfer
to Board’s Receipt Account or Bank Guarantee from Nationalized Banks or scheduled
Banks in favour of Spices Board having validity till the end of the lease period. The security
deposit / Bank Guarantee would be returned at the time of handing over the warehouse to
the Board. The security deposit will have to be sent along with the agreement.

The highest bidder shall take possession of the warehouse within 15 days from the date of
agreement and after the receipt of Security Deposit. If the possession is not taken within 15
days from the date of agreement, the EMD will be forfeited.

The warehouse shall not be sub-let to any other firms.

Spices Board will provide water and electricity for the use of warehouse on payment basis.
Any alterations / structural modifications / additional constructions will not be allowed in
the warehouse.

The Board shall terminate the lease agreement if the warehousing facilities are not utilized
continuously for more than 3 months.

Settlement of Disputes : Disputes, if any, arising out of or relating to the Agreement shall be
resolved by negotiation between the parties and any unresolved disputes shall be settled by
Arbitration in accordance with the provisions under the Arbitration and Conciliation Act,
1996 and the Award made in pursuance thereof shall be binding on both the parties. The
Sole Arbitrator should be a person mutually acceptable to the LESSOR and the LESSEE.
Applicable Law and Legal Jurisdiction : The Agreement shall be governed and construed by
Laws of India. Any legal proceedings relating to the tender and subsequent contract /
agreement shall be limited to courts of law under the jurisdiction of the High Court of
Kerala at Ernakulam.
