The percentage of allotment under different categories will be decided by an internal committee of the Board’s
officials approved by the Secretary, Spices Board based on merits and the availability of plots in each Spices
Parks. '

The land will be leased out for 30 years on payment of one-time development fee @ Rs.5 lakh per acre along
with 18% GST. In addition to the development charges, lease rent @Rs.1000/- per acre per annum along
with 18% GST extra shall be payable. The Lease rent is subject to revision as and when required.
Other terms and conditions will be as per the lease agreement.

Eligibility Criteria:

All exporters who are in the business of exporting spices with a valid Certificate of Registration As Exporters of
Spices (CRES) from Spices Board is eligible to apply.

The EOIs received will be evaluated as per the following criteria for allotment of plots.
Total Points -100
Exporters who have already established and actively functional spice processing unit anywhere in India
or in any Spices Board-established Park*- 10 points
Average value of exports in value terms during last 2 years — Max.25 points
Financial turn over- Max.20 points
Woman category — 10 points
Start up companies** - 10 points
SC/ST exporters- 10 points
DPR — Max 15 points
*Whenever an exporter submits Eol for allotment of plots in two or more than two Spices Parks, no further plot
allotment will be considered in any other Park, until the unit is completed and functional in the plot already
allotted. .
# Exporters who have been allotted plots in any other Spices Board-established Park but have not established the
unit as committed will not be considered for fresh allotment.

**Companies registered with Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT) with Minimum
Paid up capital of Rs.1 crore.

Export performance for the last 2 years in value terms would be evaluated as per the Export returns submitted to
Spices Board. The applicants will be given a score based on the value of exports as per the below table:

Value of exports during last two years Score
Upto 1 Crore 5

1 Crore — 5 Crore 10

5 Crore — 10 Crore 15

10 Crore — 15 Crore 20

15 Crore and above 25

Financial turn over would be evaluated by taking average value of the turn over of the firm for the last 2 years as
per the Audited balance sheet / Net-worth certified by Chartered Accountant. The applicants will be given a score
based on the financial tun over as per the below table:

Average Turn over during last 2 years Score
Upto 5 Crore 5

5 Crore — 15 Crore . - |10

15 Crore — 25 Crore 15

25 Crore and above 20

The applicants falling under categories other than Start ups , have to submit Audited balance sheet as a proof of
financial turn over. For start-ups, Net-worth certified by Chartered Accountant has to be submitted as proof for
financial capability.

(Note :For applying criteria will be minimum turnover achievement should not be less than 2 crores in the
previous financial year except startup , where startups should have at least achieved a turnover of not less than 50
Lakhs in previous year.)



*** DPR would be evaluated based on the following criteria:

.Scope of the project

.Feasibility of the project

.Proposed investment for the project
.Time duration to complete the project

If the applicant satisfies the eligibility conditions, a provisional allotment letter will be issued to the applicant
subject to the condition that the applicant would show the proof for availing bank loan or availability of funds in
own bank account or certificate / approval letter for establishing unit under schemes from the scheme
implementing agencies within 3 months from the date of issuance of provisional allotment letter. If the proof of
sourcing the fund is not submitted within 3 months, the provisional allotment will automatically cancelled.

On receipt of the proof for sourcing up of fund, the Board will issue final allotment letter, with a condition to
commence construction in the plot within 3 months from the date of issuance of final allotment letter and to
complete the construction and commence the commercial production within 1 year from the final allotment letter.
If there are reasonable justification for delay, a maximum of 6 months time extension would be given on case to
case basis. If the milestones are not achieved, plot allotment will be automatically canceled.

The Board feserves the right to reject any / all EOI applications without assigning any reasons thereof.

General Terms & conditions of the lease

1. The period of lease is 30 years (thirty years) commencing from the date of issuance of final allotment
letter.

2. The lessee shall pay the lease rent @Rs.1,000/- per acre per annum (subject to revision by the Board)
along with 18% GST or at the revised rate to the lessor on or before April of the succeeding financial year
from the year of registration.

3. The lessee shall pay to the lessor a onetime non-refundable development charge @ Rs.5.00 lakhs (18 %
GST extra) per acre for the allotted plot.

4. The agreement shall be signed after 15 days of issuance of final allotment letter. The Registration of the
lease agreement shall be done within one month from the date of signing the agreement, failing which the
plot allotment will be automatically cancelled and 5% of development charges (excluding GST) paid will
be deducted towards administrative expenses and balance will be refunded to the Lessee.

5. The construction of the processing unit shall be commenced within 3 months from the date of registration
of agreement, failing which the plot allotment will be automatically cancelled and 30% of development -
charges (excluding GST) paid will be deducted towards administrative expenses and balance will be
refunded to the Lessee.

6. (a) The completion of construction and trial run of the processing unit shall be done within 12 months
from the date of registration of the agreement, failing which the plot allotment will automatically
cancelled and 30% of development charges (excluding GST) paid will be deducted towards
administrative expenses and balance will be refunded to the Lessee. ‘

(b) If there is delay in completion of the construction and conducting trial run of the unit within
12 months of registration of the agreement and if the lessee is requesting the Board for time
extension with genuine reasons, Rs.50,000/- would be levied as one time penalty. Additionally, a
monthly penalty of Rs.10,000/- will be imposed until the completion of the unit and/or trial run,
subject to a maximum extension of six (6) months. No further extension shall be granted beyond
this period, even if the construction or trial run remains incomplete.



7. If the Lessee for any reasons wishes to surrender the plot after commencement of construction and before
completion of the unit within 9 months, 50% of the development charges (excluding GST) paid will be
deducted towards administrative expenses and balance will be refunded to the Lessee.

8. The Board reserves the right to start collecting a share of the maintenance charges on common
infrastructure viz. electricity, water, security, cleaning, etc, from the lease holders, after a period of 3
years from the date of agreement between the Board and the lease holders’.

9. The Board has the right to cancel the allotment of plot and to terminate the lease deed, if the plot holder
do not have a valid CRES (Certificate of Registration as Exporter of Spices) during the tenancy of the
plot.

10. Transfer of plots between different Spices Parks is not permitted under any circumstances.

11. Detailed terms and conditions will be included in the lease agreement to the successful EOI applicants.
