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India is the leading producer, consumer and exporter of spices 
in the world. During 2023-24, India exported 1539692 MT of 
spices and spice products valued at ₹ 36,958.80 crore (4,464.17 
million US$). The major contributors in the spices export 
basket are Chilli, Cumin, Spice oil & Oleoresins, Mint 
Products, Turmeric, Curry powder, Cardamom(small) and 
Pepper.

Kerala renowned as the "Land of Spices" and historically 
popular for its Spice Trade is situated in the Malabar Coast of 
India. Kerala holds a significant position in the spices sector of 
India. The state is the major producer of Small Cardamom and 
Idukki district alone produces 22868.54 MT, contributing 90% 
share of the total production in the country. Other spices grown 
in Kerala include Black Pepper, Ginger, Turmeric, Tamarind, 
Vanilla, Cloves, Nutmeg, Cinnamon, Garlic etc. Kerala 
produces spice varieties with high intrinsic qualities such as 
Alleppey green cardamom, Alleppey finger turmeric, Cochin 
ginger, Malabar pepper etc., which fetches a premium price in 
the international markets. Kerala's Malabar Black Pepper, 
Alleppey Green Cardamom and Edayur Chilli have received 
Geographical indication status. The State is blessed with major 
ports at Cochin and Vizhinjam (Thiruvananthapuram) and main 
spices market is at Mattancherry (Cochin coast) and Kumily 
(High ranges). 

Spices Board (Ministry of Commerce & Industry, Govt. of 
India), is the flagship organization for the development and 
export promotion of Indian spices. The Board has been 
implementing various programmes such as research and 

development programmes for cardamom, post-harvest 
improvement programmes for promoting adoption of latest 
technology in spice processing, and quality improvement 
training programmes for the growers / Farmer Producer 
Organization/ Farmer clusters / exporters and other 
stakeholders of spices sector.

In order to create a platform for better commerce and trade 
aimed towards direct linkages of the spice farmers / FPOs in 
Kerala with exporters, Spices Board is organising the event 
titled “Spice up your Business: Stakeholders Conclave and 
Buyer Seller Meet on Spices” on 11th September 2024 at Indian 
Cardamom Research Institute, Myladumpara, Idukki district, 
Kerala. 

The event will also witness the launch of 'CardsApp' - a web 
based online fertilizer recommendation system and 
inauguration of ICRI Kisan Seva Kendra which shall help in 
promoting sustainable agriculture practice in cardamom sector. 
During the event the Board will recognise the setting up of 
Spice based incubation centre at TNAU, which shall help in 
development of new technologies/ processes and innovative 
spice products with focus on export market.

Around 300 participants including FPOs/FPCs/Progressive 
farmers, farmer's associations/ Cardamom Planter Federation 
from Kerala, exporters from across the country and officials 
from line departments/institutions will be attending the event.
