Sub: Buyer Seller Meet and Open house for spices at Nagercoil,
Kanyakumari District, Tamil Nadu on July 10, 2019

Spices Board (Ministry of Commerce & Industry, Govt. of India), the flagship
organization for the development and worldwide promotion of Indian spices
has been spearheading activities for promotion and facilitation of spice trade
by strengthening linkages at various levels of spice industry. The Board has
been organizing Buyer Seller Meets (BSM) in the major spice producing
regions of the country, with a view to provide a common platform for the
buyers and sellers of spice industry, to interact directly and establish
effective business linkages.

Tamil Nadu, holds a significant position in the spice sector of India, with
abundant production of spices across the South-Eastern region of the
country. The state, with ample production of Clove in the Kanyakumari
district, is the largest producer of Clove in the country, besides producing
sizeable quantities Chillies, Turmeric, Tamarind, Coriander, Cardamom,
Black Pepper, Curry leaves etc. Clove is reportedly introduced to India
around 1800 AD by the East India Company in its spice garden in
Courtallam, Tamil Nadu. Chilli and Coriander are grown in semi arid tracts
of Thoothukudi, Ramanathapuram, Sivagangai, Virudhunagar and
Thirunelveli districts. Cardamom, Ginger, Garlic and Pepper are grown in
the western ghat districts of Coimbatore, Dindigul, Theni, Thirunelveli and
Virudhunagar. Tamil Nadu contributes to 27% in volume of the total exports
of spices through Chennai, Kattupalli and Tuticorin ports.

With the view to showcase the potential of the spices produced in the state,
and to facilitate linkages between the exporters from across the country and
sellers/growers of the state, the Board proposes to organize a Buyer Seller
Meet (BSM) at Nagercoil, the headquarters of Kanyakumari district. The
BSM will be conducted at Hotel Sahana Castle, Convention Hall, Vadassery,
Nagarcoil at 10.00 AM on 10t July 2019.

Around 200 sellers representing progressive farmers, farmer’s societies,
processors and traders from Kanyakumari, Thirunelveli, Virudunagar, Theni
and other districts of the state will be participating in the event. The focus
spices for the BSM are Clove, Nutmeg and Black Pepper.

An open house with spices’ exporters is scheduled on the sidelines of the
BSM, to identify initiatives to boost export and reduce imports of spices and
to derive action points to address the issues faced by the spice sector.



All exporters of spices are cordially invited for the BSM & Open house,
which would provide a platform for building direct market linkages with the
sellers/suppliers of spices from the region, as well as to reflect upon the
pertinent issues grappling the spice sector. Interested exporters may
inform  willingness to participate in the BSM by mail to
sbbodimktg@gmail.com, ddsbbodi@gmail.com, with copy to dm.sb-
ker@gov.in, & nithin.joe@nic.in by 28t June 2019, 4.00 PM, along with the
following details;
