As you are aware, the Spices Board's Certificate of Registration as an Exporter of Spices (CRES) is valid for
three years from the date of issue. As per Circular No. 15/2023-24 dated 19/02/2(024, all exporters are required
to file their renewal applications on or before the expiry date of their Registration Certificate. Also, according
to Clause 4 of the SPICES BOARD (REGISTRATION OF EXPORTERS) REGULATIONS, 1989, exporters
who have not filed their Quarterly Export Returns (QERs) in a timely manner and also the exporters who
have not exported any spices during the validity period of the Certificate are not eligible for renewal of

CRES.
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However, it has been observed that some renewal applications are being submitted after the expiry date,
without timely submission of Quarterly Export Returns and also there is no export of spices during the validity
period of the certificate. In view of the above, it is brought to your notice that any application received after
the expiry date of the Registration Certificate, without submission of Quarterly Export Returns (QERs) and if
no export of spices/spice products during the validity period of the certificate, will be summarily rejected, and
the fee paid will not be refunded under any circumstances. (Please refer to Clause 3(1)(4) of the Spices Board

(Registration of Exporters) Regulation, 1989.
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We urge all exporters to take due notice of the same and take prompt action in this regard.
