Government of the United Kingdom (UK) has notified Regul:ation 2025 No.1162, “The
Official Controls (Impbrt of High-Risk Food and Feed of Non-animal Origin)
(England) Regulations 2025" dated 3 November 2025, amending Commission
Implementing Regulation (EU) 2019/1793 concerning the temporary increase of
official controls and emergency measures governing the entry of certain goods into
the UK from third countries. This regulation will come into force on 1¢ January 2026.
Accordingly, Spices Board has issued Trade Advisory vide reference (5).

In continuation to the circular referred above, the following commodities exported
to the UK are brought under the Mandatory Sampling & Testing programme of the
Spices Board with immediate effect. This is in addition to the existing requirement
under the mandatory sampling and testing programme of the Board for various
products to the UK as specified in reference 2 to 4.

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The Official Certificate will be issued based on the cleared analytical report issued
the by Spices Board and only such consignments will be permitted for exports to
the UK.

This circular, issued under the provisions of the Spices Board Act 1986 & Spices
Board (Registration of Exporters) Regulations 1989, will take immediate effect and
shall remain in force until further guidelines / instructions are issued by the Spices
Board in this regard.

Accordingly, all exporters are hereby advised to exercise due diligence, and plan
their operations so as to ensure compliance with these requirements.

Effect of this notification: Testing of Pesticide Residue and Et0 and clearance by
Spices Board for export of ginger, saffron, turmeric, thyme, bay leaves, curry
powder, and other spices classified under HS code 0910, Seeds of anise, badian,
fennel, coriander, cumin or caraway; juniper berries under the HS code 909 to the
UK is made mandatory and require Official Certificate with immediate effect.
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
