
BUYER�SELLER�MEET�FOR�TURMERIC�WITH�FOCUS�ON�TELANGANA

India is the leading producer, consumer and exporter of Turmeric and its value-added products 
in the world. During 2023-24, India exported 1,62,018 tons of turmeric valued at 226.58 million 
USD contributing around 72% in volume and 65% in dollar terms of value of global export of 
turmeric. 

Also, India accounts for around 80% of the total turmeric production in the world, with 
Maharashtra, Telangana, Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh being the major turmeric 
producing states. During 2023-24, India recorded a production of 10.74 lakh tons of turmeric 
from an area of 3.05 lakh ha, with Telangana contributing 1.17 lakh tons of turmeric from an 
area of 0.18 lakh ha.

In Telangana, the districts of Nizamabad, Karimnagar, Warangal, and Adilabad contribute to 
nearly 90% of the state's total turmeric production. Among the various turmeric varieties 
cultivated in Telangana, Erraguntur/Duggirala is the most widely grown variety, valued for its 
unique characteristics and preferred for making aromatic masala powders.

Spices Board under Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Govt of India is undertaking various 
activities and organizing programmes in Telangana with a view to strengthen the spices supply 
chain including turmeric as well as to facilitate sustainable development of the spices sector in 
the region. 

In order to provide a platform for better commerce and trade aimed towards direct linkages of 
the spice farmers in Telangana with exporters from across the country, the Board proposed to 
organise a Buyer Seller Meet at Hotel Nikhil Sai international, Nizamabad on 18 March 2025. 

The BSM, would provide a platform for strengthening market linkage of the farmers / suppliers 
of spices from the region with exporters from various parts of India, as well as to disseminate 
information on the latest developments in the spices sector. 

Around 300 participants including FPOs, progressive farmers, farmers' societies, processors 
and traders from Telangana as well as exporters from across the country will be attending the 
event.
