
Karnataka, located on the Deccan Plateau, boasts diverse climatic conditions that support 
the cultivation of various types of spices & plantation  crops. The major spices produced in 
Karnataka include Ginger, Turmeric, Chilli, Black pepper, Garlic, Coriander, Tamarind, 
Cardamom(small), Nutmeg, Clove, Vanilla, Ajwain etc. 

Karnataka, one of the largest producers of chilli and turmeric in the country holds a 
significant position in the spice sector of India.  During 2023-24, the state produced 
1,80,997 MT of chilli from an area of  1,34,209 Ha and 1,29,399MT of Turmeric from an 
area of 20,684 Ha. Byadagi in Haveri district is famous for its GI tagged Byadagi chilli and 
Dharwad, Bellary, Gadag producing good quantity of chilli and turmeric. There has always 
been a vital need for convergence across cultivation, commerce, and consumer aspirations 
to enhance marketing opportunities for stakeholders in the spice industry.

Spices Board (Ministry of commerce & Industry, Govt. of India) the flagship organization 
for the development and worldwide promotion of Indian Spices has been spearheading 
activities for promotion and facilitation of spices trade by strengthening linkages at various 
levels of the spices sector.
