
Karnataka, one of the major States in Deccan plateau has a wide range of climatic conditions which 
enables cultivation of a wide range of horticultural crops like Ginger, Chilli, Turmeric, Black pepper, 
Tamarind, Nutmeg, Clove, Vanilla, Cardamom etc. It is a major producer of spices in the country, with 
significant production of spices in the western ghat region of the State. The Major Spices Produced are  
Ginger, Turmeric, Chilli, Black pepper, Tamarind, Cardamom(small),Nutmeg, Clove, Vanilla, etc in an 
area of 375082  (Ha) with Total production 709546 MT of spices . Major Spice Growing Areas area are 
Kodagu, Hassan, Chikmagalur, Shimoga, Chamarajnagar, Mysore, Belgam, Bidar, Yaadgir, Haveri, 
Dharwar, Belllari, Kudlagi, Raichur and Uttarakannada, The Major Ports / Export Hubs are Bangalore, 
Mangalore and Hosur and market centers are APMC,Sirsi Utttar Kannada, Sakleshpur . The 
GI/Commercial spices of the State are Coorg Green Cardamom (GI)& Byadagi chilli (GI)

Spices Board, Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Govt. of India is a unique organization mandated 
with export promotion of spices with an overall goal to ensure export of safe and high-quality spices 
from India to overseas market. In this connection Spices Board India in association with Karnataka 
State Spices Development Board is conducting a Buyer Seller Meet at Hubballi on 22nd December 
2022 at Naveen Hotel, Hubballi.

In the State of Karnataka, particularly the Central and North-East region are the major spice producing 
belts. Potential Spices like Chilli, Turmeric and Ginger are cultivated in these regions and are an 
integral part of  livelihood sustenance for the farming community . Other Spices like Black pepper and 
Ajwain are also cultivated in good quantity in the area along with the GI Tagged unique Byadagi chilli 
with high intrinsic value. There has always been a need to bring about a convergence in terms of 
Cultivation, Commerce and Consumer aspiration for creating better marketing possibilities to 
Stakeholders of Spice Industry. 

To provide a platform for better commerce and trade aimed towards direct linkages of the spices 
farmers from this Region with exporters, Karnataka State Spices Development Board in association 
with Spices Board India proposes to organize a Buyer seller Meet with focus on Chilli, Turmeric, 
Ginger and Black Pepper on 22nd December 2022 at Hotel Naveen in Hubballi, Karnataka.

The Buyer Seller Meet is expected to be attended by around 104 sellers representing progressive 
farmers, farmer's societies, FPOs and NGOs and more than 50 exporters from different states of the 
country. The focus spices for the BSM are Byadgi Chillies, Chillies, Black Pepper, Turmeric, 
Ginger and  Ajwain.
